2. Congratulations

3. Competitions
The next 2 competition sheets are available for download from the website, these competitions are – The Warrrington Blinds Direct Pairs Competition, and the Arrow 360 Singles Competition. For those that cannot download them, there will be a few on the competition registration night that can be filled in. Please can we remind you that each player receives a free raffle ticket entry. The numbers are on a master list held at the registration table; anyone who wishes to know their number please refer to this list. Although every player gets a number, only those that actual register on the night, and are present at the time of the draw, will be eligible to win the raffle prize. If the first player drawn isn’t present, a second draw will be done, if that person isn’t present, the prize money will go back into league funds. Extra tickets can be purchased from the registration table on the night if required.

4. Wire Scaffolding Team Knockout
