**Is there anyone else present who wishes to register their attendance?
New teams: We welcome aboard a number of new teams for this coming winter season, we wish them well on their campaigns.  Could we ask the new teams to remain behind at the end of the meeting? All our league notes and team KO rules will be available on our website under ‘League Information’.
Sponsors:  We would like to thank our sponsors for their continued support.
This year we welcome 2 new sponsors to the WDO, these being, ‘MRD Technologies’, they are predominantly an IT support and services company. They will take over the ‘round the board’ pairs competition in March. Also ‘Warrington eats, who are a takeaway ordering platform for local businesses. They will take over the ‘501 pairs’ competition in January.
Arrow 360 sponsors have also changed their sponsorship to, ‘360 Landscape supplies’.
Sponsorship covers a 12-month period, and their names appear on our fixtures and website. Where possible please use their services if and when you can.
If there are any other people interested in sponsoring then please get in touch.
Our ‘Least Darts’ for winter: This will probably be for those players who achieve 8 darts or under, or we may play a ‘mini’ competition, but we will decide on this later in the year.
Summer competitions: We will run at least one again this summer coming.
Promotion/Relegation: This year again has been quite testing to get teams in a ‘Division’ that suits. There will no doubt be some teams a little ‘miffed’ at their placings. In the past over a winter and summer 12-month period though, teams eventually end up in a division of their own level. There are numerous things to consider when sorting out divisions. For this winter we have reset the divisions a little, there are, as we say a lot of variables to consider which include differing numbers of teams participating, player movement, new teams etc that can affect promotion and relegation beyond the ‘top’ and ‘bottom’ few teams.
We remind all, that divisions are compiled as fair as possible. This year no summer winners have gone up for the winter, this won’t always be the case. We are trying on the whole to keep it winter to winter and summer to summer.
End of season: This season, as last year, if team’s tie at the top of the division, there will be no playoff game. Top spot will be decided by the results between the teams tying. If these are equal, for example 2 draws or a win each, then the least darts thrown, in any leg of games, between those teams, will determine top spot. 
This year the overall champions will be between the winners of Monday division 1, and the Friday division 1 winners, played on presentation night.
The other 3 Monday divisional winners, will play for a new consolation trophy. The winners of Monday division 3 will play the winners of Monday division 4 prior to presentation night. On presentation night, the winner of this game will play the winners of division 2 for the consolation trophy.
Raffles: This has been touched upon in previous meetings, as more people become cashless could these people take into account that some teams pay for their half time food, or are asked to contribute towards it from their pub. Raffles help towards the cost, wherever possible try to remember to take a pound or two with you to have ago on the raffle.















WDO - LEAGUE NOTES WINTER 2025/2026
At last year’s 2024-2025 AGM:

Although no rule changes were put forward at the AGM, Dave Hill from the Crossbar has a proposal for this season’s AGM; ‘That the games start at 8pm rather than 8.30pm’. So, over the coming months, if you could canvas your team on their thoughts on this. In the meantime, on a temporary bases, any team who wishes an earlier start, contact your opponent, if they are happy to do so, then please feel free to do so. A quick show of hands was done to gauge opinion, this was approx. 50/50.
As the majority of teams have been with us for a number of years, you will know the general rules. The rules will be attached to the minutes of this meeting and can be found on the website.
Just for the record, we will now run through the general rules.

1. League matches 
A. Contacts sheet for your relevant night appear on the website, again under league information. If for any reason you are unable to fulfil your fixture, you should let your opponent know at the earliest opportunity and also a committee member. If any phone numbers change, please let a committee member know so teams can be made aware.
B. Format for league activities, this winter is Round the board 6 x 2 singles, 3 x 2 doubles, and total of 18 legs in all. Played at a Bull centre of 5ft 8” and footer length of 7ft 9 ¼. 
C. A draw is done beforehand to determine who plays who. The home side throws first in every leg and the away side chooses the order of play. 
Could all teams please ensure that names for the draw are a ‘initial’ for Christian name plus a full surname.
D. Teams are reminded they should arrive no later than 8.15pm and should be ready to start play by 8.30pm latest. A late start past 8.45pm could result in the offending team forfeiting legs unless it has been mutually agreed beforehand. 

E. Footers
Teams should now have a raised footer, any teams who haven’t should be doing it as soon as possible.
F. The rearrangement of matches should be done on a date that is acceptable to the team initially being disadvantaged. It is strongly recommended that a rearrangement in the first half of the season is played as a double header in the second half. There will be few blank weeks to play outstanding games and the couple of weeks at the end of the season if any are initially saved for play offs if required, it may be that the outstanding game has to be played mid-week. All outstanding games should be played prior to the seasons end.
G. Any un-played games that have not been played by the end of the season will result in the committee looking at the reasons why and then awarding points accordingly. This decision will be final.


2. Results
A. All results should be txt to Phil Smith, 07733214223, by both the home and away team within 18 hours and include the least darts and the relevant team they play for. This number will collect information only and will not respond to questions. Alternatively, results can be posted on the Facebook discussion page.
B. Phil spends his own time updating the league tables and we need to assist him by sending the results promptly to him rather than him/Dek having to chase them. More often than not, table update delays are usually caused by teams not sending results in.
C. Any results not received within 18 hours could result in no points being awarded for that game.

3. Player registration and late signings.
A. Please register player’s names to Derek Billington, 07930248138, by 8pm on the night of the game.
B. Please note no transfers are allowed other than in exceptional circumstances once a player has played a game for a team, or it is in the transfer window.
C. After half way in the season late signings are at the discretion of the committee.
D. Detailed player registration sheets should be in the hands of the committee prior to the beginning of the season. 
E. This year’s transfer window, will run from Monday 01.12.25 until Monday 15.12.25. 
The transfer window is for a player who originally signed for a team but finds themselves getting limited playing time. Not for someone just fancying a change, or someone who has fell out with their team mates. They can apply for a transfer if their captain agrees to it. The committee will look at the applications, and the decision will be made by the beginning of January.
4. Meetings
A. This is the time to bring up anything to discuss whether it is positive or negative. 
B. Social media posts, or outbursts, rarely have an amicable outcome and do nothing more than antagonise each other.
C. We are all here to make it as successful as possible.
D. Meeting dates can be found on the fixture list. 
E. Any proposals for voting on at the AGM must be put in writing and received by the committee at least 1 month before the AGM. This is so all teams get time to consider the proposal.

5. Fines
A. This year will again see a £5 fine given to a team that does not attend 
bi-monthly meetings or £10 for the AGM. The maximum a team will be fined is £20 in total for missed meetings. This will be taken from their winnings at the end of the season.
B. A team failing to fulfil a fixture without 24hrs notice will be liable to a £20 fine, £15 of which will go to the team inconvenienced. A team that offends more than once will be liable to expulsion from the league (exceptional circumstances will be at the committee discretion). Please note that the games can still be rearranged by mutual consent without incurring a fine.
C. There is absolutely no excuse for a team not to contact their opponent, those who do not could well be immediately removed from the league.
D. All teams are reminded we are here to play darts and not act inappropriately whilst there is a game on. If a team feels as though ‘behaviour’ is inappropriate, can the captain please inform the opponents’ captain. If the matter is unresolved, please, the following day, write out what happened and send to Keith Edmonds on 07703724081. He is in charge of disciplinary proceedings. The incident will be looked at and the offenders contacted. Disciplinary measures will include verbal warnings, fines, points deduction, player expulsion or even team expulsion. Hopefully the vast majority will act in an appropriate manner whilst still enjoying a good night out.

6. Friday Competitions
A. The first competition is the SHP Dennis Pucill singles. Going forward competition sheets will be available from the website only, or on the closing date of that competition. Competition entry fees this year are £5 per player, this will then entitle the player to a free raffle ticket on the night of the competition. Ticket allocated numbers will available to the players on the night. The raffle draw will be done prior to the quarter final and you must be present at the time to collect your prize. If the initial winner isn’t present, there will be a 2nd draw, if that person/player isn’t present then the prize will go back to league funds.
B. Details of each competition can be found on the relevant entry sheets. If clarification is needed on any points, please ask a committee member. The start time of competitions will now be 7.30pm, so players need to be present and registered by 7.20pm.
C. Please note that only WDO registered players may participate in WDO competitions. The competitions are open to players from both Monday and Friday teams. Entrants will be given the benefit of the doubt on the first comp as to whether they are active within the league, after this, players are expected to be active within the league, if they are not, they will be refused entry. We would expect the person submitting the entries will have already looked into player eligibility, don’t accept entries unless you are sure.
D. All competitions will be a 5 ft 8” bull and 7 ft 9 ¼ “ throw.
E. The closing date for competitions will be adhered to; there are no late entries after the closing date or on the night.
F. The majority of draws will be done at the meeting following the closing date.
G. Can all entrants please note the registration time on the night of the competition. The later the start the later the finish!
H. Some of the competitions may have the quarter finals drawn on the night; this will be stated on the entry form. If it is not stated then the winner of group 1 will play the winner of group 2, the winner of group 3 will play the winner of group 4, the winner of group 5 will play the winner of group 6, and finally the winner of group 7 will play the winner of group 8. The semi-finals would then be winner of group 1/2 v winner of group 3/4. The other being winner of group 5/6 v winner of group 7/8.
I. Please note that the marking of games within a group should be by a player from that particular group. This would be most helpful as people disappear after losing, then resulting in a hold up whilst an alternative is found.

MONDAY’S
This year will see a change to our usual format; it will be a straight knockout competition with the last 8 appearing on finals night and the last 4 receiving prize monies and trophies.
The format will be different from that of the league. It will be 6 x 1 leg singles, then a half time, followed by a second half of 3 x 2 leg doubles, giving a total of 12 legs. 
[bookmark: _Hlk207373831]Away teams will have the darts in all the legs, apart from the final’s night. The order of play in each knockout game is determined by the draw, i.e. the first to be drawn will play the first leg and so on. In the event of a 6-6 draw, a draw for one player from the singles players from each team will be made and these two people will play a one leg decider, toss for arrows. If this is a draw, a second, third, fourth, fifth or even a sixth player is chosen at random until a winner is found.
The last eight qualifiers will also play 6 x 1 leg singles and 3 x 2 leg doubles. The darts will be alternate, draws will be allowed. In the event of a 6-6 draw, a draw for one player from the singles players from each team will be made and these two people will play a one leg decider, toss for arrows. If this is a draw, a second, third, fourth, fifth or even a sixth player is chosen at random until a winner is found.
